In 2008, he received a DAAD fellowship to study at the Aca-
demy of Fine Arts in Helsinki. Since 1998, Ulu Braun has been working with video as a medium to explore
the intersection between visual arts and auteur cinema. He is considered one of the key figures in transla-
ting painting into video art and has played a significant role in defining and advancing the genre of video
collage. His works are presented in both art and film contexts.
